WHAT PROGRAMS ARE AVAILABLE? 

 SCOE Subsidized Child Care Alternative Payment & CalWorks programs  (ages 0-13yrs) 
The Alternative Payment Program administered by the Early Childhood Services agency of Shasta County is a parental choice program that 
serves children ages 0-13 years for parents while they work, job search or are in training.  Eligibility is determined according to need, the 
size of your family and gross monthly income.  Families may choose from a variety of child care settings; child care centers, licensed family 
child care homes, a friend, family member or a neighbor (license exempt).  
 

 SCOE FULL DAY  California State Preschool Program and Children’s Centers  (ages 18 months – 5yrs)  
The California State Funded Preschool is a full day program established to provide an enriched environment at an early age to benefit 
children’s cognitive, physical, emotional and social development.  To qualify for the program parent(s) must be income & need eligible.  
Hours available Monday-Friday, 7:30am-6:00pm.   
Full Day Locations:  Anderson Early Education ages 2-5yrs, Buckeye Preschool of the Arts ages 3-5yrs, Central Valley Early Learning ages 
18 months-5yrs, Juniper Children Center/Preschool ages 3-5yrs and Monte Vista School 18 months-5yrs.  
 

 SCOE PART DAY  California State Preschool Program (ages 3-5 years)   
The California State Funded Preschool is a part day program established to provide an enriched environment at an early age to benefit 
children’s cognitive, physical, emotional and social development.  Programs offered to children age 3 to 5 years, who are not eligible for 
kindergarten.   Sites are accessible for 3 to 3.5 hours per day Monday-Friday with AM and PM hours available at some locations.    Part 
Day Locations: Anderson, Bella Vista, Bonny View, Buckeye, Cypress, East Cottonwood,  Juniper, Lassen View, Magnolia, Mistletoe, 
Monte Vista, Oak Run, Prairie, Shasta College.   
 

 School District Part Day California State Preschools (ages 3-5 years) 
The California State Funded Preschool, administered through the Districts, is a part day program established to provide an enriched 
environment at an early age to benefit children’s cognitive, physical, emotional and social development.  
Locations include: Black Butte State Preschool, Cascade Union School District (Anderson Heights/ Verde Vale/ Meadow Lane), Castle 
Rock School District, Enterprise School District (Alta Mesa/ Boulder Creek/ Rother/ Shasta Meadows. 
 

 SCOE School-Age Community Child Care (ages 5-12yrs)  
Priority is given to children kindergarten through 5th grade depending on the location. Enrollment priority is based upon space availability.  
The purpose of the School-Age Community Child Care Program is to provide organized activities and supervision for children during the 
hours their parents are at work or in training.  Open After School Monday-Friday, until 6:00 p.m.  Open Non-School Days & Summer 7:30 
a.m.-6:00 p.m.  Programs are located at the following locations: Anderson and Central Valley. 
 

  Shasta Head Start Family Child Care Network (ages 0-5 yrs)  
Child care is provided in registered family child care homes and is available for children ages 0 through 5 years. Regular hours of care are 
Monday through Friday, 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. for preschool children  
 

 PACEAPP (ages 0-13yrs)  
The Professional Association for Childhood Education Alternative Payment Program (PACEAPP) is a childcare subsidy program 

serving low-income families and their childcare providers.  
 

How long is the Wait?  
The wait varies.  Unfortunately it is not possible to give you an approximate time.  Enrollments are only made when funding becomes 
available or when there is an opening in a program.  Placement on the eligibility list is not a guarantee of services.    

What happens next?

The Centralized Eligibility List (CEL) combines all waiting lists for the Shasta County Office of Education (SCOE) Alternative Payment 
Program, SCOE Full Day/Part Day Preschools, District Part Day Preschools, Shasta Head Start Family Child Care Network, SCOE 
School-Age Community Child Care and PACEAPP to allow all subsidized child care agencies in Shasta County to access the children that 
are eligible for their programs.  The CEL is designed to be a “one stop” for families to be placed on a waiting list for subsidized child care.  
The CEL allows families to be given access to all programs for which you may qualify, expanding your opportunity to be enrolled in Shasta 
County subsidized programs.
